HOW TO CHOOSE A SPONSOR

From the “Pastoral Commentary on the Parish Celebration of Confirmation for the Diocese of Orange.”  Bishop of Orange and the office of Religious Education and the Department of Youth and Young Adult Ministries of the Diocese of Orange. (From “Part 1, General Instructions on the Celebration of Confirmation”)

SPONSORS:  Pastors must ascertain the spiritual qualifications of sponsors.  The

sponsor for any candidate may be male or female and is to be sufficiently mature (at least 18 years of age), a practicing Catholic, who has him/herself been confirmed and has not been prohibited by law exercising the role of sponsor.  One of the Baptismal sponsors is not only allowed, but is in fact desired as the Confirmation sponsor (*), so as to emphasize the relationship between Baptism and Confirmation. (Canon 893, #2)

It should also be noted that you should choose someone that lives locally so they can be present at the “Community Nights.”  When choosing a sponsor think “Orange County”, better yet, think the “County of Orange!”  Do not pick someone who lives so far away!  (If you pick Aunt Bertha in New York City, it sure makes for a tough commute!)

* At Baptism, one of the godparents may be non-Catholic, called a “Christian witness,” however one of the godparents must be a practicing Catholic in good standing.  
At Confirmation, if you choose one of your godparents, it must be the godparent who is the practicing Catholic.

1. Choose someone who fits these qualifications. Do not settle for just anyone! This is a very important role.  Your choice is crucial!  If you are having difficulty in securing a sponsor or you fail to get your “Sponsor Approval Form”, a sponsor will be chosen for you.

2. Remember: you do not choose the sponsor to “honor” the sponsor.  You choose the sponsor to fill your need to mentor with an adult Christian, over 18 years old, witness for the two year preparation period.

3. It has been our experience that choosing an older brother or sister is usually NOT a good choice for a sponsor.  It is best to choose someone older, who has more mature life experience and faith experience that can mentor the candidate in the faith.

4. Do not choose a girlfriend or boyfriend from school.  If you stop being friends with this person you loose a sponsor for life.
